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Pros, Cons and Solutions

+ Agile, lightweight, easy to transport
+ Small to mid-range cover
+ Saves bird rescue team’s effort
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= - Insufficient flight range (VLOS 500m) and time s
=3 - Obstructions restrict access to shores, small bays etc.
= - Flight restriction areas (e.g. military areas)

= » Pre-planning (BORIS, sea charts, topology maps etc.)
= » Enhanced communication with operational centre
» Real-time video updates
- » Faster access with boat
