* Industrial Emissions Directive (IED) is the main instrument
on EU level to control industrial releases; particularly BAT
reference documents (BREFs) for different industrial

* Gap to be addressed: BREFs do not always contain
comprehensive information on specific hazardous
chemicals and their abatement measures to guide the
work of the permitting authorities or industries
